PROGRAM:

The MSW degree requires the completion of 60 semester units over the course of a 2-year program or 3-year
program plan. We also offer a 1-year Advanced Standing Program (ASP) option (33 semester units) for those
applicants who have completed a bachelor’s degree in social work from a CSWE-accredited program in the last 5
years.

PRACTICUM EDUCATION REQUIREMENTS

Inaddition to on-campus courses, the MSW curriculum includes two 9-month practicum sequences. Students must complete over
1000 hours of practicum placement between the months of September and May over the course of two academic years.
In the 1-year ASP *Note: Advanced Standing students complete only one practicum sequence (Wednesday, Thursday, and
Friday for a total of 24 hours per week).

In the 2-year program: Students complete one practicum placement in their 15t year for 16 hours per week and one in their 2nd
year for 20. hours per week.
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In the 3-year program: practicum hours are the same as the 2- year program; however, practicum placement is done in the 2"
and 3 year.
