The Fulbmght Special-
1sts Program, created in 2000
to complement the traditional
Fulbright Scholar Program,
provides short-term academ-
ic opportumities (two to six
weeks) to promment U.S.
faculty and professionals to
support cumicular and faculty
development, and mstfutional
planning at post secondary,
academic institutions around
the world.
