      approved a resolution calling on the Chancellor to declare the entire CSU a smoke-
      free university.  While the ASCSU was not the only voice urging such a policy, the 
      ASCSU resolution did express faculty support.   

 
         Last Friday, April 7, 2017, the Chancellor signed an Executive Order, which will be 

      effective as of September 1, 2017, establishing the CSU as a smoke-free university.  
      I am told that the Executive Order itself will be distributed on our campus soon.
