We are averaging about 3200 visitors per day (M-Th), 1000
visitors on Friday and 200 visitors on Saturday. Our hours will be reduced for spring break and
resume our regular hours for the remainder of the semester. Public Library Computer usage is
significantly less than pre-pandemic levels.

e Library has resumed hosting events in the Library Community Room, Innovation Hub as well as
other public event spaces.
