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Preliminary Credential

California has a two tier credential system. The program you have been admitted to is the
preliminary credential program. Once you have completed the program requirements the
preliminary credential is issued for a maximum of five years. A teacher must complete an
induction process within five years of completing the preliminary credential. This process
allows a teacher to earn a “Clear” credential.

Professional Clear Credential

Option 1: Complete an induction program sponsored by, or in partnership with, the
employing district or county office of education.

Option 2: Complete an Induction program that is offered by a college or university.
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= Complete a baccalaureate or higher degree from a regionally-
accredited college or university

= Satisfy the basic skills requirement (CBEST)
